Using Solar Panel

Loosen the bolt (pre-
attached on hopper) to set
position of solar panel.

(A) Whole kernel corn is recommended. Whole kernel corn mixed with soybeans
or pellets is also effective for attracting deer. NOTE: When not mixed with
corn, some types of pellets can take on moisture and clog the feeder.
